extends the life of your car, and makes it operate more efficiently.

Tip #6: Change your engine coolant at least once a year, preferably every six

months. But be careful, coolant can betoxic and harmful if ingested by
children or pets.

Tip #7: Lubricate moving and rubber parts. Thisincludes windshield wipers,

door rubber, and exposed gaskets.

Tip #8: Get rid of rust immediately. Rust will eat away your car, causing a

premature demise. If you find a rusty spot, scrape it away and sand the
area. Then protect the bare metal with primer and paint.

Tip #9: Wash your car frequently and keep it out of the sun. Driving a clean car
(with clean windshield) improves visibility and enhances your safety.
Plus, ultraviolet rays can harm paint, especially metallic paints.

Tip #10: Most important: Schedule regular maintenance every 12,000 miles or
one year, whichever comes first. Scheduled maintenance will keep
warranties valid and maximize the value of your warranty.
